Conservation Commission – July 9, 2016 
Members present were Chair Mr. Ned Wilson, Ms. Rona Easton & Mr. Freddy Friedman.
Meeting was called to order at 10:16 AM.

Meeting minutes of May 28th 2016 were accepted as amended.

NM Highway Department (BSC Group):  Present for this hearing was Mr. Peter Reed & Ms. Theresa Portane, BSC Group and Mr. Chuck Loring, Highway Superintendent.  Applicant submitted a NOI for the purpose of repaving and replacement of 2 intermittent stream crossing culverts.  Property location is Clayton Mill River Road.  The commission completed a site visit prior to the meeting.  Mr. Reed stated that the current culverts are both perched and road will be closed during construction.  Ms. Portane also stated that they have submitted to Natural Heritage and Army Corp. of Engineers.  It was noted that this project will be a net improvement.  After discussion Mr. Reed & Ms. Portane made a request to continue this hearing unit the next meeting scheduled for July 30th.

 MA Electric Company Hearing:  Present for this hearing is Ms. Melissa Coady of Tighe & Bond, Inc.  Applicant submitted a RDA for the purpose of removal of 4 poles, relocate 3 poles, and install 3 poles along Clayton Mill River Rd/Brewer Hill Rd.  Ms. Coady stated that usually poles are exempt from the regulations, but one of the poles is in the flood plain area so she is would like to request a negative determination.  After a brief discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to close this hearing.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve this application as a negative #2.
Old Business:

Ms. Shannon Boosma, White Engineering, Inc & Mr. Nick Arienti of Hellman, Shearn & Arienti, LLP appeared before the commission to discuss the enforcement order for Pantich – Hartsville NM Rd.  Mr. Arienti mentioned that the area in question was previously a dirt/gravel driveway and had lots of trash & vehicle was removed.  Owner would like to restore area back to the original condition.  Owner believed he was outside of the resource area and did not do work on purpose.  Ms. Boosma mentioned that the area is grass – some in the buffer zone, a couple of stream crossings.  Ms. Boosma also mentioned that road was a wood rd and stone was added and the property owner would like to have a path to access his property.  Ms. Boosma will file a NOI to address the enforcement issue.  The commission will amend the enforcement order that a NOI can be filed.

The commission reviewed the information that was sent by Mr. Mike Kulig, Berkshire Engineering for enforcement order – 212 East Hill.  The commission will contact Mr. Kulig to either come into compliance with the enforcement order or file a RDA or NOI for their August meeting.

New Business:

The commission made a site visit to 18 East Hill Rd – Edelman’s residence and a RDA needs to be filed for the August meeting.

The commission reviewed mail:

a. MACC yearly dues.
b. Recorded Order of Conditions for – Hotchkiss Rd – 237-0185.

c. Issuance of simplified waterways license – Kenneth Unger – 138 Woodleigh Ave. 
No other business was brought before the commission, so voted to adjourn at 11:30 AM.
