Conservation Commission – August 24, 2016 
Members present were Chair Mr. Ned Wilson, Dr. John Schreiber, Ms. Rona Easton & Mr. Freddy Friedman.
Meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM.

Meeting minutes of July 30th 2016 were accepted as amended.

Shalaby Hearing:  Present for this hearing was representative, Mr. Thomas Coote, Berkshire Environmental Research Center.  Applicant submitted a NOI for the purpose of restoration of pond, dam valve repair, and stream crossing renovation.  Property location is 1093 Clayton Mill River Rd.  Mr. Coote mentioned that this project will be done in phases the 1st phase is dam repairs, 2nd phase stream crossing, 3rd phase dredging.  Mr. Coote stated that abutters were notified and there will be no impacts to the bank and the valve will be open to empty the pond and sediment trap will be installed along with a concrete base.  The commission reviewed DEP comments with Mr. Coote.  After review of comments Mr. Coote requested to continue this hearing until next month meeting in hope that the commission receives the water quality certificate.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to continue this hearing.
Edelman Hearing:  Present for this hearing was Mr. Paul Edelman on behalf of his mother Mrs. Vera Edelman.  Applicant submitted a RDA for the purpose of removal of attached shed on rear of house.  Property location is 18 East Hill Rd.  Mr. Edelman mentioned that the shed is 30’ from an intermittent brook and at this time the brook is dry and nothing is under the shed.  Mr. Edelman also mentioned that they will use straw bales and work will only be one day.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to close this hearing.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve this application as a negative #3 with the following condition install straw bales prior to and during work to minimize infiltration of sediment into stream.
Litvack Hearing:  Present for this hearing was representative, Ms. Shannon Boomsma, White Engineering, Inc.  Applicant submitted a NOI for the purpose of demolition of existing house and construction of new house and garage.  Property location is 156 Woodleigh Rd.  Ms. Boomsma mentioned that this property has a leeching field and old house is in bad shape and proposed work in no closer to the lake or property line.  Ms. Boomsma also mentioned that this project is within the buffer zone and flood plain and not altering any wetlands – concrete slab decks on side.  Ms. Boomsma also stated that a new will & septic system will be installed.  The commission review DEP comments with Ms. Boosma.  Dr. Schreiber felt that this project is setting a bad precedent for all property owners in the area of Lake Buel.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to close this hearing.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve this application with three members in favor.
Old Business:

Ms. Boosma appeared before the commission to discuss the enforcement order for Panitch – 1143 Hartsville NM Rd.  Ms. Boosma mentioned that she is working on a full restoration plan and would like to request to push the date of the enforcement order to the November meeting to give the property owner enough time to discuss if they want to proceed with a NOI or just restore area back to original condition.  Ms. Boosma also mentioned that no vehicle can drive down the driveway.  Commission will complete the modifying to the enforcement order and a plan will be completed and submitted to the commission for September meeting.
New Business:

Mr. James Kelly appeared before the commission to discuss submitting two RDA’s that entail using rodeo to kill pragmites with multi treatments.

The commission reviewed mail:

a. Email received from Mr. Kier regarding designating New Marlborough has a dark sky community.  Commission response to Mr. Kier is to contact the Board of Selectmen with his request since the commission only has jurisdiction on wetland matters.
No other business was brought before the commission, so voted to adjourn at 7:50 PM.
